 One client, who had been incarcerated in a federal penitentiary for four years, and who had actively participated in his rehabilitation, came to Job Quest only one month after being released from prison. Together, we created an action plan with both short and long term goals. His positive attitude created a quick moving-forward process and within a week, he was employed in temporary factory work. He is in the process of arranging to complete one mandatory high school course in order to attend college. Additionally, this client has a deep desire to ‘pay it forward’ and currently shares his story with community agencies involved with youth.

 A second client, new to the province and referred to Job Quest from Ontario Works, displayed a multitude of barriers at intake. Contact was made with Community Living Kawartha Lakes, who themselves performed their own intake. Extensive research and document recovery from client’s previous province, confirmed that client was a valid candidate for Ontario Disability. A health card was obtained through OHIP and a Social Insurance Number was assigned. Client was then able to access a physician and an ODSP application was completed. Resources for this client and his family were also coordinated. This client has now been granted ODSP and is currently on wait lists for services. 

______________________________________________________________________________

 This last client, a young mother of a disabled child, came to Job Quest confused as to how to move forward. She had dropped out of school quite young, and had attempted, unsuccessfully, to complete her education on a few different occasions. Self-esteem and ‘self-talk’ were major barriers and client truly did not feel she was capable of getting her high school diploma. Client was encouraged to try one more time, and her self-talk was changed from, “I can’t do this … I’m not smart enough” to “I can do this … I am smart”. Client is very proud to report that she is graduating this spring. Her only confusion now is which course to take at college!
